use of funds previously appropriated therein, to fund the Special

Election, the Cost of Living Allowance, and the Inauguration of the new
National Government administration, and for other purposes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:
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Section 1. Section 8 of Public Law No. 18-89, as amended by

Public Laws No. 18-102, is hereby further amended to read as

follows:
