A BILL FOR AN ACT 
 

To further amend sections 1, 2, 4, 8, 9 and 12 of Public Law No. 
22-153, as amended by Public Laws Nos. 22-169, 22-181, 22-204, and 
23-08, to appropriate $3,033,530 from the General Fund of the 
Federated States of Micronesia for the fiscal year ending September 
30, 2023, to provide supplemental funding for the operations of the 
Executive branch, the Judicial branch, Grants, Subsidies, and 
Contributions and Capital and Human Resources Development of the 
National Government, to enact a lapse date of funds, and for other 
purposes. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:

EXCEPT THAT; the National Government will retain the 14 

Compact Sector Grant amount for COM-FSM and 10 percent 15 

of the Supplemental Education Grant funds as is 16 
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reflected in the budget for the Department of Education.  1

8(12)(u) of this act shall not lapse, PROVIDER FURTHER that 23 

section 9 shall not lapse.” 24
