the late Mr. Ayin held various prominent positions and roles, 13 

including Deputy Chief of Mission to the Federated States of 14 

Micronesia Embassy in Fiji from 1993 to 2009; and culminating 15 

with his appointment as Assistant Secretary of the American and 16 

European Division of the Department of Foreign Affairs in 2009; 17

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in foreign affairs earned him the respect and devotion of his 1 

colleagues and the people of the Federated States of Micronesia; 2

 WHEREAS, the Members of the Seventeenth Congress of the 6 

Federated States of Micronesia join the family friends, and 7 

colleagues of the late Gabriel Ayin in mourning his passing; now, 8

 BE IT RESOLVED by the Seventeenth Congress of the Federated 10 

States of Micronesia, Second Special Session, 2011, that the 11 

Congress wishes to express to the family, friends and colleagues 12 

of the late Gabriel Ayin its sadness and condolences at his 13
