15 United States Government for the federal grant programs made
16 available to the Federated States of Micronesia; now, therefore,
17 BE IT RESOLVED by the Twentieth Congress of the Federated

18 States of Micronesia, Second Special Session, 2017, that Congress
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hereby approves the $100,064 grant from the U.S. Department of
Health and Human Services, Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention, to fund the program entitled: “Preventive Health and
Health Services Block Grant”, including all the terms and
conditions thereof; and
