WHEREAS, Jimmy G. Sablan was a client advocate for 8 

citizens of the FSM in Saipan, conducting outreach to clients 9 

with disabilities to ensure their issues were favorably 10

Northern Marianas Protection & Advocacy Systems, Inc. where he 13 

was responsible for the administration of federally funded 14 

grant programs, including working with in house counsel, 15
