in January 2007 and served in that capacity until January 7 

2014; and 8 

WHEREAS, as Lieutenant Governor the late Honorable 9 

Anthony Tareg was known for his desire for appropriate and 10 

sustainable development in balance with strong traditional 11 

values; and 12 

 WHEREAS, the late Honorable Anthony Tareg lived his 13 

commitment to his community and traditional values, and in 14 

2015 he took up the Traditional Chief position as a member of 15 

the Council of Tamol for his island of Fadrai, and he served 16 

in this capacity until his passing; now, therefore, 17
