Comprehensive Cancer Control Program’s operational costs of 7 

personnel, salaries and wages, and other expenses necessary for 8

 WHEREAS, section 210(2) of title 55 of the Code of the 10 

Federated States of Micronesia (Annotated), as amended, requires 11 

that for foreign financial assistance to be valid it must be 12 

approved by Congress by resolution; and 13 

 WHEREAS, the FSM Government expresses appreciation to the 14 

United States Government for the federal grant programs made 15 

available to the Federated States of Micronesia; now, therefore, 16 

 BE IT RESOLVED by the Twenty-Second Congress of the Federated 17 

States of Micronesia, First Special Session, 2021, that the 18 
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aforesaid grant from the U.S. CDC in the amount of $275,725 is 1 

hereby accepted and approved, including all the terms and 2 

conditions thereof; and 3

resolution be transmitted to the President of the Federated States 5 

of Micronesia, Secretary of the Department of Justice and the 6
