To amend sections 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 9, and 12 of Public Law No.
21-185, as amended by Public Laws Nos. 21-210, 21-221 and 21-238, to
deappropriate $794,754 and repurpose funds from the General Fund of
the Federated States of Micronesia for the fiscal year ending
September 30, 2021, to provide supplemental funding for the
operations of the Executive Branch; the Legislative Branch; the
Judicial Branch; National Public Auditor; Agencies, Boards,
Authorities, and Commissions; Grants, Subsidies and Contributions;
Capital and Human Resources Development, to change the allottee of
certain funds, and for other purposes.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF MICRONESIA:

10 (xi) Section 8(13)(t) - the allottee of
11 these funds shall be the National Olympic Committee;
12 (xii) Section 8(13)(u) - the allottee of
13 these funds shall be the Principal of Saint Cecilia
14 Catholic School;
15 (xiiii) Section 9(1) — the allottee of these
16 funds shall be the President of the College of
17 Micronesia-FSM;
18 (xiv) Section 9(3)(b) — the allottee of these
19 funds shall be the Governor of the state of Kosrae;
20 (xv) Section 9(3)(c) — the allottee of these
21 funds shall be the Governor of the state of Pohnpei;
22 (xvi) Section 9(3)(d) — the allottee of these
23 funds shall be the Governor of the state of Chuuk;

15 (xxiii) Section 8(13)(r) the allottee of these

16 funds shall be the Governor of the State of Yap;

17 (xxiv) Section 9(3)(y) — the allottee of these

18 funds shall be the Governor of the state of Chuuk;

19 (xxv) Section 9(3)(z) — the allottee of these

20 funds shall be the Governor of the state of Pohnpei;

21 (xxvi) Section 9(3)(aa) — the allottee of

22 these funds shall be the Governor of the state of

23 Kosrae; and

24 (xxvii) Section 9(3)(bb) — the allottee of

25 these funds shall be the Governor of the state of Yap;
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1 (xxviii) Section 9(1l1l)(p) and (s) — the allottee
2 of these funds shall be the Governor of the State of
3 Chuuk;

4 (xxix) Section 9(1l)(g) — the allottee of these
5 funds shall be the Governor of the State of Yap;

6 (xxx) Section 9(11l)(r) — the allottee of these
7 funds shall be the Governor of the State of Kosrae

8 (xxxi) Section 9(3)(t)- the allottee of these

9 funds shall be the President of the FSM Association of
10 Chamber of Commerce.”

11 Section 10. This act shall become law upon approval by the

12 President of the Federated States of Micronesia or upon its
13 becoming law without such approval.
